2010 MISSION TRIP
TO MONTE PLATA, DOMINICAN REPUBLIC

We bring back greetings and heartfelt thanks to the Tower Hill congregation from the children and staff at the
Eva Russell School and Casa Monte Plata Orphanage. Our team of 11 volunteers worked hard during the week
of March 1320 representing you and sharing God's love with our Dominican brothers and sisters. Here is a
sampling of our week:
We interviewed and photographed the children who are being sponsored by 17 groups or individuals from
the congregation. We gave out gifts sent by sponsors and have reported back to them with pictures,
notes, and copies of the interviews.

We held the Third Annual Book Fair during which each child m
chose a book to keep as his/her very own. Three grades at-
tended on each of three days and students were given spe- EVA MRUSSE
cific guidelines on how to choose a book appropriate to thei
reading level. 270 books were donated by individuals in
our congregation and the leftovers were donated to the
school library and the fledgling library at the orphanage.
This year's Scholastic theme was "Under the Sea" so we
decorated the school dining hall accordingly. The students
read animatedly to us from their books and were also ex-
cited to receive homemade ribbon bookmarks from Kirk
Club and bracelets with sayings like WWJD and PUSH.

We conducted an evening workshop on addition of fractions for all teachers& We used white boards and
home-made manipulatives and were extremely gratified to learn that some teachers were using these
instructional aids later that week.

We distributed home-made cards from the Kirk Club children and colorful toiletries baskets containing
"white gifts" collected at Christmastime to the 23 children at the orphanage. The children were thrilled
with the cards and pictures of the Kirk Club group and loved their shampoo, deodorant, cups, toothpaste
& brushes and homemade soap in decorated boxes. We also discussed with the children the importance
of proper hand-washing - all the more important since many of them recently had the flu.

We played with the children at the orphanage and shared an amazing dinner with them and the house par-
ents (stew, rice and beans, plantains). The older children helped with the meal preparation and setting
up the tables for 40+ people.

We read out loud in Spanish to R classes in the school library.

We constructed large wooden tables and benches for the 4th casa's dining area.

We painted the 4th casa inside and out2 coats- in bright Caribbean colors.

We had a meeting between the school psychologist (who currently comes one day a week) and the trained
social worker on our team.

We coached the aftesschool English drama club on pronunciation as they were preparing a skit for compe-
tition.



We worshipped on Sunday at the Templo Biblico with our Domini-
can friends.

We helped facilitate the work of the Kids Alive missionary in pre-
paring end of the year progress reports by photographing all 180
children in the school.

We sorted and packed clothing and food that was taken to Haitian
earthquake victims by Ramon Prenza (our host) and a Kids Alive
representative from the U.K.

These are some of the observable accomplishments of this year's

trip. There remain many intangibles such as the fact of our physical
presence giving hope and encouragement to the children, teachers and staff; or their feelings of-galfdation
because of our smiles and kind words; or their observance of our work ethic having an impact on their future ac-
tions.

Our oneweek sojourn was a quick infusion of time, talent and money dedicated to specific projects. However, the
needs are evetpresent and evolving. For example,we learned of a need for money for eyeglasses and hearing aids
for some children based on recent testing done at the school. One of the orphanage homes was damaged by the
Haiti earthquake and has been evacuated awaiting an engineer's inspection to determine how to fix it. And the
psychologist is needed more than once a week. And so it goes.... We will coordinate with our Mission Committee

to see how we can help out in these areas.

In the meantime, one thing we all can do is pray for these-ask children and
the Christian adults who are teaching and caring for them. The ddg-day op-
erations of the school and orphanage are covered by sponsorship which is a
ministered by Kids Alive International. Sponsoring a child provides them wit
a school uniform, books, breakfast and lunch, and access to medical and de
care. It also pays the teachers' and house parents' salaries. If you are inter- &
