In prepara-
tion for that class, I thought I might

children.  It is considered a classic 
of children's literature  and is the 
author's best-known work, having 
sold over 120 million copies in 41

Ȱ4ÈÅ 'ÒÅÁÔ $ÉÖÏÒÃÅȱ is a work of 
fantasy that portrays Christian per-
ceptions of the life after death alle-
gorically, specifically one individ-
ual's journey from hell to heaven 
and salvation. It is complementary 
to Lewis' earlier book ȰThe Screw-
tape Lettersȟȱ which portrays an 
individual still in life being sub-
jected to demonic influence in or-
der to secure him for hell.  A num-

moral teacher, was not God. He 
argued that Jesus made several 
implicit claims to divinity, which 
would logically exclude this: 

I am trying here to prevent 
anyone saying the really fool-
ish thing that people often say

You must make your choice. 
Either this man was, and is, the 
Son of God, or else a madman 
or something worse. You can 
shut him up for a fool, you can 
spit at him and kill him as a 
demon or you can fall at his 
feet and call him Lord and God, 
but let us not come with any 
patronising nonsense about 
his being a great human 
teacher. He has not left that 
open to us. He did not intend 
to.
